• Complete Scholarship application 
• Obtain two signed letters of reference from individuals of your choice (teachers, 

employers, adults associated with extracurricular or volunteer activity. 
• Submit official transcript for most recent year. 
• Submit all materials to Christ United Methodist Church, PO. Box 301, Portage Ohio or
